We review all applications and interview
families to determine if we can create the best partnership possible. Please note that
completing an application and family interview is not a guarantee for admission. To
gain a better understanding of our school culture, please review Our Mission, Our
Distinctives, and Our Code of Conduct on the following page.

You will need to complete one application per family. Once your application has
been received along with a $50 Application Fee, we will contact you to schedule
an interview.

In order to determine if the environment and curriculum will be effective for
both parties involved, we will interview all prospective families. During the
interview, we will meet with both parents and students. We will also administer
academic and readiness assessments to prospective students.

Once your interview is complete, we will notify you about your enrollment
status. Placement is not guaranteed until you receive notification of admission
and we receive your $150 Registration Fee per student. The $50 Application Fee
will be applied to your Registration. At this point, we will open class registration
for your student(s), and they will be officially enrolled.
